The Orange Substation is now over 50 years old and the
substation site is too small to complete all the necessary
upgrades. A new switching station will be built as part of

a larger redevelopment project for the region’s power supply.
The proposal involves building the new switching station on
Leeds Parade; rearranging transmission lines; and upgrading
the existing Orange Substation on William Street.

review covers land use, noise, hours of work, traffic and access,
