NOTICE UNDER SEPP (INFRASTRUCTURE) 2007 – ROOKWOOD RD 330kV SUBSTATION

TransGrid is a State Owned Corporation responsible for the planning, development, operation and 
maintenance of the NSW electricity transmission network.  

In accordance with clause 42 (2)(a) of State Environmental Planning Policy (Infrastructure) 2007, 
TransGrid wishes to notify you of its intention to establish a new 330/132 kV substation within the 
Potts Hill Reservoir Business Park as part of its Western Sydney Supply Project. The substation will 
be located at Lot 101 of the Potts Hill Reservoir Site on Rookwood Rd, as shown in Figure 1. The 
proposed works will take place on land to be owned by TransGrid. The concept layout of the 
proposed works is shown in Figure 2.  

The Western Sydney Supply Project is a $569 million investment to secure Sydney’s power supply 
for the future (see attached information fact sheet). The new substation at Rookwood Rd will 
connect to the new underground cable from the new Holroyd Substation. Rookwood Rd 330kV 
Substation will be critical in supplying electricity to EnergyAustralia, who then distribute to homes 
and businesses. Construction works are scheduled to occur between March 2011 and November 
2013. 

An environmental assessment is being prepared in accordance with Part 5 of the Environmental 
Planning & Assessment Act 1979 and any potential environmental impacts are being addressed 
and mitigated. Once determined, the Review of Environmental Factors (REF) will be available on 
the TransGrid website (www.transgrid.com.au). 
 
An appropriate Construction Environmental Management Plan will be prepared by the Contractor 
and implemented to mitigate any potential environmental risks. An Environmental Management 
Representative will be appointed by TransGrid to ensure environmental compliance. 
 
In accordance with clause 42 (2) (b) of the SEPP (Infrastructure) 2007, any responses received 
within 21 days of the date of this notice will be taken into consideration by TransGrid.

Who is TransGrid?
TransGrid is the owner, operator and manager of the 
New South Wales high voltage transmission network. It is 
TransGrid’s job to ensure the safe and reliable delivery of 
electricity around New South Wales.

The new substation is critical in supplying electricity 
to EnergyAustralia who then distribute to homes and 
businesses. The substation will be purpose built and contain 
state of the art equipment and transformers. The substation 
will be built to the highest environmental standards.

Where will the substation be built?
A 2.7 hectare site has been purchased on Rookwood 
Road, Potts Hill for the future substation. The site is part 
of a business park in the new Landcom development 
near the Potts Hill Reservoir. 

How will the substation be connected to  
the network?
The substation will connect to the new underground 
electricity cable from the new Holroyd Substation and by 
overhead transmission lines to supply EnergyAustralia.
